11. Sage Grouse Local Area Working Group Update — Elko has a few credit and debit
opportunities in the works and the Nevada Sagebrush Ecosystem Council is also
considering the Lahontan Cutthroat Habitat, Mule Deer Corridors and other issues facing
the Sagebrush landscapes

e The Sagebrush Ecosystem Council would like LAWGs to refer to management
plans and mitigate triggers as they come up. Rules are changing statewide and
more corridors will be implemented.

e The SEC met on December 15" and they discussed sage grouse plan revisions.
BLM reviewed special focal areas and predator control. Cottonwood Ranch,
Sarman’s, Heguy’s, Mori’s, IL Ranch and Sorenson’s all have credits available to
debtors. Gerry also put togetjer a presentation to the Governor.
